3. JOURNAL ACTIVITY 

 Samuel didn’t want to tell Eli what the Lord had told him. He knew 
it would make Eli sad that the Lord was going to punish his two 
sons Hophni and Phinehas. Have you ever had to tell someone 
information you knew would make them sad? What are some ways 
we can make bad news easier for other people to hear? Are there 
times when we should keep bad news to ourselves? How did 
Samuel know that he should tell the bad news to Eli? Write your 
own ideas from some or all of these questions. 

 
4. PRACTICE DRAMATIC READING 

 1 Sam 3:2-10. (New King James) These verses describe the Lord 
calling to Samuel. Practice reading them aloud as though you were 
telling this part of the story to an audience. Read it slowly and 
pronounce each word clearly. Try using different voices for Samuel, 
Eli and the Lord. After you have practiced the reading, read it 
aloud to someone in your family. A younger brother or sister would 
enjoy hearing it. They might need to have the story explained to 
them a bit before you read it to them.

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7. BRINGING THE LESSON INTO YOUR LIFE – “LISTEN TO THE LORD” 

 In the story, young Samuel didn’t recognize the Lord’s voice at 
first. It is very important for each of us to train ourselves to hear 
the Lord’s voice. Where can we go to hear His voice? When we want 
to hear His voice we don’t have to wait for Him to call to us in our 
bed at night. We can go to His Word or we can speak to him in our 
prayers. 

 Prayers are sometimes called our “speech with God.” During this 
next week put a special effort into taking the time to pray to the 
Lord. Thank Him for all the ways He provides for you. Ask him to 
help you with any problems you might be having.  He loves to help 
people when they are hurting. When you pray remember to leave 
time and a place in your heart to hear His answer. Try using the 
words of Samuel at the end of your prayer – “Speak, Lord, for your 
servant hears.”

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Dramatic Reading  
Lesson 2: Samuel is Called (I Samuel 3:2-10) 

 
Narrator:   And it came to pass at that time, while Eli was lying down 

in his place, and when his eyes had begun to grow so dim 
that he could not see, and before the lamp of God went 
out in the tabernacle of the Lord where the ark of God 
was, and while Samuel was lying down, that the Lord called 
to Samuel. 

LORD:  Samuel! 
Narrator: And he answered, 
Samuel: Here I am! 
Narrator: So he ran to Eli and said, 
Samuel: Here I am, for you called me. 
Narrator: And he said, 
Eli: I did not call; lie down again. 
Narrator: And he went and lay down.  Then the Lord called yet

Narrator: So Samuel arose and went to Eli, and said, 
Samuel: Here I am, for you called me. 
Narrator: He answered, 
Eli: I did not call, my son; lie down again. 
Narrator: Now Samuel did not yet know the Lord, nor was the Word 

of the Lord yet revealed to him.   
 And the Lord called Samuel a third time. 
LORD: Samuel! 
Narrator: So he arose and went to Eli, and said, 
Samuel: Here I am, for you did call me. 
Narrator: Then Eli perceived that the Lord had called the boy.  

Therefore Eli said to Samuel, 
Eli: Go, lie down; and it shall be, if He calls you, that you must 

say, ‘Speak, Lord, for Your servant hears’. 
Narrator: So Samuel went and lay down in his place.  Now the Lord 

came and stood and called as at other times, 
LORD: Samuel! Samuel! 
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Narrator: And Samuel answered, 
Samuel: Speak, Lord, for Your servant hears.
