1. Carefully cut out the slits on this page.
2. Cut out all the shapes on the next two pages.
3. Now make a Kindly Heart by fitting the slots of
   the Kindly pieces into the slits on this page.

We can be loving toward
our family and friends

or
we can act impatient and

mean toward them.

We can be friends with others,
seeing their good qualities

or
we can try to control other people
and wish to always be in charge.

We can try to live in peace
with other people

or
we can spend our time

fighting with others and
snarling at them.

We can be generous and
share with each other

or
we can be selfish, wanting all

good things only for ourselves.

We can either ask the Lord to
help us by reading His Word

or
we can look only to ourselves,

thinking we have all the answers.

We can have
a Kindly Heart

or
We can have

a Selfish Heart.

We can try to be happy and
look on the bright side

or
we can be unhappy, thinking
that the world is boring and

that nobody loves us.

4. Finally, try to match up the Kindly pieces with
   the opposite Selfish pieces. Try putting the Selfish
   Heart together. Notice that only the Kindly pieces
   go together smoothly to make a true heart shape.

The key to what our own hearts will be like is whether we look to the Lord for guidance and seek
to make other people happy or whether we are interested only in our own ideas and wishes.
