
 
 

Make a Picture of Your Church 
 
Draw a picture of the place where you worship the Lord. Is it a church building? If you live 
far away from church, you may have family worship or “church” in your home.  Either way, 
draw a picture of your church showing where the Word is. If there is a special stained glass 
window or some other feature that you like, you may want to put that in your picture as well.  
 
Suggested Materials 
 

paper 
pencil 
colored pencils, crayons, colored markers, or watercolor paints 
optional: yellow highlighter marker, gold glitter (and glue), or a gold metallic pen 

 
Procedure 
 

1. Think about what you want to emphasize in your picture of the church in which you 
worship the Lord. Then use a pencil to sketch your ideas for the picture. 

 

2. Use colored pencils, crayons, markers, or watercolors to bring color into your picture. 
 

3. You may want to show a bright light around the Word to show how the truths of the 
Lord’s Word bring spiritual light to our minds. 

 

4. Optional: A yellow highlighter marker, gold glitter or a gold metallic pen may also be 
used to make rays of light from the Word. If you are using glitter, first make thin lines of 
glue and then sprinkle on the glitter.
